And companionship with Your Prophet, our Master Muhammad, in
Paradise. O Source of safety for the fearful, grant us security from our
fears. Have mercy on our weakness. O Allah, accept our deeds and
rectify our conditions. O Allah, relieve us and all Muslims from all
that worries them and grieves them. By Your mercy, O Most Merciful
of the merciful. O Allah, forgive what we have sent forth and what we
have delayed, what we have hidden and declared.
